 Pinot Grigio (S E Australia) 
A dry wine with bursts of citrus fruit flavours and juicy pear, with a crisp refreshing finish. 

 

Chardonnay (California) 
A medium dry white wine with well rounded flavours of peach and lemongrass with a zesty finish. 

 

Sauvignon Blanc (Chilean) 
A fresh, crisp, dry white wine with light citrus and floral aromas, zesty, light and fresh to taste, with an elegant finish 

 

Rosé, White Zinfandel (California) 
A soft, easy drinking rosé wine with strawberry, raspberry and red plum fruit flavours. 

 

Merlot (Chilean) 
An elegant structured Merlot with lively crushed berry fruit aromas and flavours of ripe plums and berries. 

 

Shiraz (S E Australia) 
Rich and spicy with flavours of blackberries, raspberries and violet, balanced by soft tannins. 

 
Champagnes and Sparkling Wines 

 

1.  Veuve Cliquot “Yellow Label”        £54 
Rich, ripe pinot noir dominated, impressive as always. 
 

2.  Moet et Chandon, Brut Imperial       £49 
Classically a third of each pinot noir, pinot mernier and chardonnay, providing  
delightfully dry crisp champagne. 
 

3.  Mercier Brut Rosé         £45 
A fresh, fruity full bodied champagne with a soft rounded finish. 
 

4. Asti Spumate, Sant Orsola (Italy)       £22 
This well loved sparkling wine is highly aromatic with the classic bouquet of the 
moscato grape. 

 

5.  Prosecco (Italy) Sparkling white and Rosé      £22 
A light and refreshing sparkling wine, with gentle fizz, apple and pear notes and a soft finish.

9. Wolf Blass Eagle Hawk Chardonnay (Australia)     £17 
A softly spiced oaky chardonnay full of citrus and peach flavours, fresh and medium bodied. 

 

10. Coldridge Estate, Chardonnay (Australia)      £20 
A soft buttery Chardonnay, with a smooth mouth feel and a rich tropical fruit on the finish 
 

11. Mcguigan Signature, Pinot Grigio (Australia)      £20 
This light wine is rounded off nicely with a crisp and refreshing finish. 

 

12. Flagstone, Noon Gun (Western Cape – South Africa)     £20 
A cheeky blend of Chenin Blanc, Sauvignon Blanc and Viognier to produce a wine with a floral nose of  
guava, orange zest and apple. The fruitiness is balanced by a creamy mouth feel and a zesty crisp lingering finish. 
 

13. Chablis, Louis Michel or Paul Deloux (Burgundy)     £38 
A flowery, lively, fresh and mouth-watering white wine, with a crisp fruity palate and a flinty backbone. 

 
 

Red Wine 
 

14.  Pico Claro. Merlot. (Chile)        £21 
Rich, intense aromas and flavours of bramble fruits. The velvety texture of this Chilean Merlot from the  

famed Valle Central makes it an ideal partner for most dishes. 
 

15.  Jam Shed, Shiraz. (Australia)        £21 
Jam Shed Shiraz is rich and jammy medium-sweet red wine with sweet red berry flavours and subtle hints of  
vanilla and spice. 
 

16.  Dark Horse, Malbec. (Argentina)       £21 
A rich red wine with notes of plum and blackberry, a hint of spice and a plush velvety finish. 
 

17.  Di Marco, Primitivo (South Italy, Puglia)      £22 
A classic red wine of Southern Italy, it is vibrant and full of intense dark fruit. Made from the Primitivo grape,  
a native of Puglia, the regions warm climate helps create a wine that is rich in texture and flavour. 
 

18.  Carnivor, Zinfandel. (USA)        £28 
Carnivor Zinfandel is bold, big and flavorful. A sophisticated wine with bold flavours that are matched by a refined 
smoothness. Brooding, intense colours and complex dark fruit layers.

19.  Concha Y Toro, Cabernet Sauvignon (red wine) Sold Out   £17 

A full-bodied cabernet sauvignon with flavours of blackcurrant and cherries with hints of coffee and dark chocolate. 
 

23.  William Cole, Cabernet Sauvignon   Sold Out    £18 
An easy drinking medium bodied unoaked red wine full of warm cherries and spice with a smooth pleasing finish 

 

21. Villa Maria Gewürztraminer (New Zealand) (white wine)    £28 
Rich and spicy with exotic fruit flavours.  
 

22. Sancerre, La Fuzelle (Loire) (white wine)      £31
